Tasting notes

Shows itself in a full dark purple. Very complex on the nose. Intense aromas of ripe
red fruit combine beautifully with fresh Gum Cistus notes and nutty hints. Very
elegant on the palate. Excellent volume and firm structure with firm but silky tannins.
Ripe forest fruit aromas and a delicate hint of spices. Fresh and elegant with a
long-lasting finish.
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
